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  HENRY GIESE STRUCTURES AND ENVIRONMENT AWARD

RULES AND BYLAWS
1.   The American Society of Agricultural and Biological Engineers (ASABE) shall 
       present the Henry Giese Structures and Environment Award annually, except as 
       otherwise provided in these rules.

2.   The ASABE President shall present the award at a time and place designated by 
      the Membership Development Council, preferably at the next year’s ASABE 
      International Annual Meeting.

3.   An award signed by the ASABE President shall cite the achievement or service on 

      which the award is based and shall read:  “For distinguished service in advancing

      the knowledge and science of agricultural structures and environment, specifically”

      --wording applicable to the individual recipient.

4.   Eligibility Conditions

      (a)   The recipient shall have demonstrated outstanding and meritorious significant

             achievement in advancing the knowledge and science of agricultural 
             structures and environment.  Equal consideration shall be given to the 
             advancement of teaching, research, design, and basic knowledge of 
             agricultural structures and environment.

             Agricultural structures and environment shall be considered broadly and 

             include livestock and poultry buildings, plant growth structures, crop and 

             other storage and processing structures, and rural human housing.

      (b)   The recipient shall be an ASABE member in good standing.  Age, sex, 

              nationality, and ASABE membership grade shall not be considerations.

              Previous recipients of the Henry Giese Award or the MBMA-ASABE Award

              shall not be eligible for the Henry Giese Award.

5.   Nominations

      (a)   Any ASABE member, including jury members, may submit nominations for 


   consideration for the Henry Giese Award.  Other members may support the 


   nomination by signature.

      (b)   All nominations made in a year shall continue on the active list for three years.

              Such active list shall be submitted to the jury each year; see paragraph 8 (c).

6.   Henry Giese Jury of Awards Bylaws

      (a)   The jury shall receive and screen nominations for the award and select one 

              recipient each year, if at least one suitably meritorious nomination has been 

              received.
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     (b)   The jury shall comprise the four immediate preceding past chair’s of the 

             Plant, Animal, & Facility Systems (PAFS) Technical Community 

   who are available for service and the immediate past chairs of PAFS-20, 
   PAFS-30, and PAFS 40.  Jury membership shall change each year after the 
   ASABE International Annual Meeting.

     (c)   Each jury member, including the chair, shall have one vote in all matters.

     (d)   Four jury members shall constitute a quorum.

     (e)   The jury chair shall be the senior member; i.e., with longest continuous service

             on the jury.  In the chair’s absence, the next senior member present shall 

             preside.

     (f)   All questions arising before the jury, except selecting an award candidate, shall 

            be decided by a majority vote.

     (g)  The jury shall have the power to act on provisions and procedures that are not 

            specifically covered by these rules.

     (h)   Jury procedure in selecting an award candidate:

(1) During an ASABE Annual Meeting, or other designated meeting, the jury

        shall consider nominees and perform other functions within its authority.


(2)   The jury chair may ballot and re-ballot the jury as often as needed 


        in selecting a candidate.


(3)   A two-thirds majority of the entire jury shall be required to select a


       candidate.  The chair shall report the jury’s recommendation to the


       M-102 Awards Coordinating Committee chair for approval.

7. M-102 Awards Coordinating Committee  and Membership Development
           Council Responsibilities 


(a)   The selection and presentation of the Henry Giese Structures and 


        Environment Award shall be with the approval of the M-102 Awards

        Coordinating Committee and supervision of the ASABE Membership

        Development Council.

(b) The M-102 Awards Coordinating Committee approval is required for the candidate selected by the Henry Giese Jury of Awards.   

(c) If the M-102 Awards Coordinating Committee rejects the jury’s 

recommendation, no award shall be made.
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(d) These rules may be amended by the M-151 Henry Giese Award Committee, with approval by M-102 Awards Coordinating Committee and Membership Development Council, under authority of Article C6 of the ASABE Constitution.

8.
The Executive Director

(a)   The ASABE Executive Director, or representative, shall be the custodian 
                   of the jury records and provide other secretarial services as may be
                   required.


(b)   At an appropriate time each year, the Executive Director or representative 

                   shall publish in an ASABE publication, an award description and an 
                   invitation for ASABE members to nominate qualified candidates.

 (c)   Shortly after October 31 of each year, the Executive Director, or 

         representative shall send each jury member a copy of these rules and a 
         list of all nominees and their nomination documents.

 (d)   If the jury’s selection is confirmed & approved by the M-102 Awards

 Coordinating Committee, the recipient shall be notified in early February 

 preceding the ASABE Annual Meeting where the award will be presented.                  
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
